GENERAL LICENSE TERMS
FOR THE BURY TIME SUITE APPLICATION
These General License Terms for the BURY Time Suite application (hereinafter: the “Application”) constitute an agreement between the User and the Licensor. The User must read them carefully. These terms apply to the Application downloaded by the User from the website: https://www.bury.com/en/products/cl-1020-time/, including any updates and supplements to the Application, unless separate provisions accompany the Application.

IF THE USER DOES NOT ACCEPT THESE TERMS, THEY MUST NOT USE THE APPLICATION AND MUST UNINSTALL IT.

THE USER ACCEPTS THESE GENERAL LICENSE TERMS BY DOWNLOADING THE APPLICATION FROM THE WEBSITE https://www.bury.com/en/products/cl-1020-time/, BY CLICKING THE OPTION TO ACCEPT THE LICENSE TERMS IF SUCH AN OPTION IS PROVIDED IN THE APPLICATION, BY ACCEPTING THE GENERAL TERMS OF SERVICE, OR BY ACTUALLY USING THE APPLICATION. IN SUCH CASES, THE USER UNDERSTANDS AND AGREES THAT FROM THAT MOMENT ON, THE LICENSOR WILL CONSIDER THE USER’S USE OF THE APPLICATION AS ACCEPTANCE OF THE LICENSE TERMS. 

§ 1. General Provisions
1.  These General License Terms (“License Terms”) govern the conditions for the use, reproduction, and distribution of the BURY Time Suite application (“Application”) by the User.
2. These License Terms constitute an integral part of the General Terms of Service of the Application.
3. Upon accepting these License Terms, the User acknowledges and agrees that a legally binding agreement is formed between the User and the Licensor regarding the User’s use of the Application.
4. From the moment the User starts using the Application, they are obligated to comply with these License Terms.
5. The content of the License Terms is made available to the User on the website: https://www.bury.com/en/products/cl-1020-time/ before downloading the Application. The User is required to read the presented License Terms. Acceptance of the License Terms is a prerequisite for using the Application.



§ 2. Definitions
Capitalized terms used in these License Terms shall have the meanings assigned to them herein. 
Unless otherwise indicated by the context of these License Terms, in addition to the definitions provided in § 2 of the License Terms, the following capitalized terms shall have the following meanings: 

· Licensor – Bury spółka z ograniczoną odpowiedzialnością (limited liability company) with its registered office in Mielec, at ul. Wojska Polskiego 4, 39-300 Mielec, Poland, registered in the Register of Entrepreneurs of the National Court Register under KRS number: 0000000921, with registration files maintained by the District Court in Rzeszów, 12th Commercial Division of the National Court Register, using NIP (Tax Identification Number): 8171817663, with a share capital of PLN 19,183,800.00;
· Work - means a copyrighted work within the meaning of copyright law, both in source and object code form, made available under the License.

§3. User Obligations

1. The Application, the software contained therein, its parts and components, all materials and information included, including graphical elements, trademarks, and logos, are the intellectual property of the Licensor or its licensors. Exceptions and additions may arise from the information and conditions for FOSS (§ 4(2)) and third-party content (§ 4(3)).
2. Except as expressly provided in the License Terms, the Licensor does not grant the User any rights to patents, trade secrets, trademarks, proprietary copyrights, or any other rights related to any elements contained in the Application or the Application as a whole. The Licensor reserves all rights not expressly granted under the License Terms.  
3. The User is entitled and obliged to use the Application in accordance with its intended purpose.
4. The User must refrain from any actions that may negatively affect the proper functioning of the Application, including, in particular, interfering with the content of the Application or its components, as well as providing or distributing unlawful content. By accepting the License Terms, the User declares that they will not violate the above prohibitions.
5. The User must use the Application in compliance with these License Terms, applicable laws, the General Terms of Service, the user manual, and principles of social coexistence, respecting the rights of the Licensor and third parties. 
6. The User must use the Application in a manner that does not disrupt its functionality, does not hinder other Users' access to the Application, and does not cause inconvenience to the Licensor. The following behaviors are particularly prohibited under these License Terms: 
· Transmitting or making available computer viruses, malware, or any software that intentionally damages or alters computer systems or data,
· Collecting information or data from other Users without authorization,
· Intentionally disrupting or damaging the Application; 
· Uploading, transmitting, or sharing unlawful content through the Application, including content that incites criminal activity, restricted content, or vulgar content;
· Providing offensive content via the Application, particularly content that may infringe upon the personal rights of others, including violating their privacy; 
· Using the Application for illegal purposes, including those violating tax laws;
· Using the Application for advertising or commercial purposes without the Licensor’s consent. 
7. If the User engages in conduct prohibited by law or these License Terms, the Licensor is entitled to take all legally permitted actions, including requesting that the User take measures to protect the Licensor from potential liability, including reimbursing the Licensor for any losses and expenses incurred. The Licensor may also seek compensation for damages suffered due to the User’s unlawful actions.
8. The Licensor is not responsible for any use of the Application by Users that violates these License Terms or the General Terms of Service. 

§ 4. License Terms
1. Upon downloading the Application, the Licensor grants the User a perpetual, non-exclusive, non-transferable, non-sublicensable, and free-of-charge right to use the Application in accordance with its intended purpose and under the terms described in these License Terms.
2. The Application may contain free and open-source software (“FOSS”). In such cases, the License Terms for FOSS shall take precedence. The User can review the detailed terms of the FOSS License at https://www.bury.com/en/products/cl-1020-time/.
3. The Application may contain or use third-party components (software or content). In such cases, the license terms for third-party components shall take precedence. If rights to these third-party components are granted directly by a third party, by accepting these License Terms, the User enters into an agreement with the respective third party in accordance with the applicable terms. In case of a violation, the third party may make claims against the User. 
4. The Licensor informs that the Application uses the OpenStreetMap service for displaying maps and locations. The provisions of the preceding section (3) apply accordingly. The OpenStreetMap license terms can be found at https://www.openstreetmap.org/copyright. OpenStreetMap is licensed under the Open Database License (© OpenStreetMap contributors). The Licensor is not responsible for the accuracy or completeness of data provided by OpenStreetMap.
5. The User's licenses granted by the Licensor expire upon termination of the service agreement as specified in the General Terms of Service.
6. The Application is licensed, not sold. This license grants the User only certain rights to use the Application. 
7. The Licensor reserves all other rights. 
8. The User must comply with all technical limitations of the Application and use it only as specified in the General Terms of Service, available at https://www.bury.com/en/products/cl-1020-time/.
9. The User is prohibited from:
a) Circumventing the technical limitations of the Application;
b) Reverse engineering, decompiling, or disassembling the Application, except to the extent expressly permitted by applicable mandatory provisions of software law;
c) Making copies of the Application, except to the extent expressly permitted by applicable mandatory legal provisions;
d) Publishing or otherwise making the Application available to third parties for copying or use;
e) Leasing, renting, or lending the Application;
f) Transferring the Application or this license to third parties.
10. The Licensor may make changes and updates to the licensed software. These changes and updates may apply to both existing functions and the addition of new functions or services. If no additional agreements specifying the terms of use are introduced with the new functions or services, the User has the right to use them under the terms set forth in these License Terms.

§5. Licensor’s Liability
1. Unless required by applicable law or expressly agreed in writing, the Licensor provides the Work on an "AS IS" basis, WITHOUT WARRANTIES, express or implied, including but not limited to any warranties of NON-INFRINGEMENT OF REGULATIONS OR THIRD-PARTY RIGHTS, AVAILABILITY, MERCHANTABILITY, OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE. The User assumes full responsibility for the use of the Work and accepts all risks associated with exercising the rights granted under this license.
2. To the fullest extent permitted by applicable, mandatory legal provisions, the Licensor shall not be liable to the User for any damages, including any direct, indirect, special, incidental, or consequential damages of any kind arising from this License or from the use or inability to use the Work (including but not limited to compensation for loss of goodwill, business interruption, or any other commercial damages or losses).
3. The Service Provider disclaims, to the broadest legally permissible extent, any liability for potential damages incurred by the User or third parties in connection with the use of the Application and the Work.
4. The liability of the Licensor’s representatives, governing bodies, advisors, employees, and collaborators for damages caused by non-gross negligence is excluded.
5. If third-party claims are made, directly or indirectly, against the Licensor due to the User's violation of these License Terms, the User shall reimburse the Licensor for all claims and costs incurred as a result, including appropriate legal defense costs. This provision does not apply if the User is not responsible for the violation. The Licensor reserves the right to conduct its own defense against such claims.

§6. Amendments to the License Terms
Amendments to the License Terms take effect from the moment they are specified and published in the Application and/or on the website: https://www.bury.com/en/products/cl-1020-time/, but not earlier than 14 calendar days after the User has been informed of the changes. The amended License Terms shall be binding on the User unless the User discontinues the use of the Application within this period due to non-acceptance of the updated License Terms.

§ 7. Final Provisions
1. These License Terms shall enter into force on February 1, 2025.
2. In matters not regulated by these License Terms, the provisions of generally applicable law in the Republic of Poland shall apply accordingly, in particular the Act of February 4, 1994, on Copyright and Related Rights (Journal of Laws of 2022, item 2509, as amended).
3. Any disputes arising from or related to the use of the Application, if not resolved amicably, shall be settled by the court having jurisdiction over the Licensor’s registered office, unless otherwise provided by mandatory legal provisions.
